Dear Parents,


As part of the Speech and Hearing Program, all students in First Grade receive a communication screening.  This includes assessing how a student says sounds in everyday speech (articulation) and how familiar the student is with knowing and using everyday language. 

 Students in Second Grade who were identified the previous fall as having a possible articulation or language delay are screened a second time.

Students in Kindergarten who were identified during the spring enrollment with possible articulation and/or language delays are screened a second time.

New students to the corporation are also given a hearing test and communication screening.

State law also requires that all new students, Special Education students, and students in grades 1,4,7 & 10 receive a hearing screening.

Parent permission is needed to conduct a more thorough communication evaluation.  This testing is done at school free of charge.  All testing is confidential.  Parents will be notified of all results.  The evaluation does not mean that your child has a problem it just means more testing is needed.  Federal guidelines require this testing be done within the rules set up for special education. This DOES NOT mean your child is being evaluated for special education.
